 Chapter Activity Funding Program
Chapter activity funding is a convenient resource for local chapters to fund local activities.  It is available to EMBS Chapters, Student Branch Chapters, and Student Clubs.

1. Introduction

EMBS has established a Chapter Activity Funding Program with the primary objective being the support of local activities. The list is a convenient resource for arranging funding to support local activities related to EMBS Chapters, Student Branch Chapters, and Student Clubs.  
2. Procedures to make funding requests for Chapter Activities

Clubs are eligible for up to $500 and both student and general chapters for up to $1000 in matching funds. The matching ratio is 2:1, with EMBS providing up to twice the amount raised from some other source. A limited amount of funding is available per year, so please get your requests in early. 

EMBS funding is available only to EMBS Chapters, EMBS Student Branch Chapters or EMBS Student Clubs. 

3. Step-by-Step Process
1. Decide what local chapter conference activities (workshop, industry/lab tours, etc) you wish to support.

2. Estimate the expenses involved.  You will be able to apply for up to $500 (clubs) or $1000 (chapters) from EMBS, but the amount you receive from EMB is based on matching funds, so you will have to find outside sponsors.  Good sources are your department, university, local industry, or IEEE Section.

3. Contact the EMB Executive Office for approval of funding.  Provide electronic copies of a proposal of the activity (use the Chapter Activity Funding Request Form that is linked on this page), and electronic copies of the letters confirming sponsorship.

4. Once approval is received from the EMB Executive Office, prepare for the activities.

5. Publicize the activities.  Emails, posters, coordination with the local IEEE Section, and announcements by professors in classes are all effective.
6. After the activities, submit a report about the activities to the VP Members suitable for publishing in the EMB Magazine, and also report the chapter activities to the IEEE-RAB (Regional Activities Board.)
4. Requirements for the EMBS Chapter Activity Funding Program 

1. The EMBS chapter must also acknowledge/announce the Chapter Activity Funding received (e.g. "This conference was sponsored by EMBS Chapter Activities Funding  Program") 

2. The EMBS chapter that receives the EMBS Chapter Activities Funding is expected to provide membership application forms to the attendees at the EMBS funded activity.   As an additional bonus, each chapter will receive $50 for signing up 5 members, $100 for signing up 10 new members, and so forth.  Completed applications should be sent to the Executive Office for processing and confirmation of the bonus payment.
